The registration fee to race in the event is $1,500 for corporate boats or $1,250 for non-profit, community and 
club teams.  Each boats seats 20 paddlers and one drummer.  Additional paddlers up to 25 are recommended.

- All paddlers will be required to complete a waiver which can be delivered by email through the Pan Am 

website. 
- All waivers must be signed before the team wristbands will be released to the team captains.  Wristbands 

are required to board the boats.
