Towne Petersburg. The two buildings that make up the restaurant are approximately 190 years old and 
feature exposed beams, a fireplace and high backed settles.

 1:00 P.M. Begin touring the lovely homes and gardens that are participating in the 

Garden Week tour.  In celebration of its centennial the Petersburg Garden Club 
has arranged a tour of homes that date from 1792 to 1892 and range in style from Federal to Queen Anne. 
All homes are located in the High Street Area - one of Petersburg’s most historic neighborhoods. There 
are four homes and two gardens to visit. In addition to the homes you might stop for tea and homemade 
cookies at the FOLAR (Friends of the Lower Appomattox River) building that is close to one of the tour 
houses.  

 
Please note that although some trolleys may be available for transit      
between homes and gardens, we should be prepared for some 
walking on the tour.
